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Preface

The strategic objectives of the health priority, as stated in the Oman
Vision 2040, are comprehensive and attainable to the aspirations of the
health sector in the coming years. The results of the evaluation of the
ninth Five-Year Health Development Plan showed a remarkable
growth in the distribution and quality of health services in the country.
This has added to previous health achievements made during the
renaissance. The health achievement was seen in all health care levels,
at speedy rates and has adopted latest technologies in providing
medical and health services to the population. This was reflected in an
increase of the mortality rates. In 2020, for Omani population, the
Crude Death Rate (CDR) increased to 3.2 per 1000 population. The
increase in mortality rates was accompanied by a decline in life
expectancy at birth to 75.7 years.

In contrast, the Infant Mortality Rate (IMR) and Under 5 Mortality
Rate decreased and reached 7.6 and 9.3 per 1000 live births;
respectively. The Crude Birth Rate (CBR) has also declined to 28.6 per
1000 of the population and the Total Fertility Rate (TFR) to 3.6 per
women in the reproductive age.

The Ministry of Health had taken the burden to make health services
available to the people across the country and had to develop such
services to cope with the demographic, social and economic growth in
the country. It, thus, had to depend on the scientific methods of
planning for health services through its strategic national plan, its
regional plans and local operational plans. The Annual Health Report
of the Ministry of Health in 2020 shows the health status of the
populations and the achievements made during the ninth plan (2016-
2020) and allows planners to develop and update their policies and
plans to be included in the eighth plan (2021-2025).
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The Ministry of Health continues, through its plans and policies,
investments in training and educating nationals in all health fields to
achieve more self-reliance with the country. This is one important
priority to make available nationals trained in specific and specialized
fields in health. This concern is reflected in the number of graduates of
different paramedics made every year. The Annual Health Report of
this year shows that a total of 579 paramedics were graduated from
Oman College of Health Sciences. These numbers of graduates have
contributed significantly to the increase in Omanization levels and had
promoted self-reliance to a high degree.

While the Ministry of Health is aware of the challenges it faces, as is
the case under the Coronavirus - Covid 19 pandemic, which is a major
challenge facing all health systems in all countries of the world, The
Ministry of Health realizes the fact that achieving suitable health levels
of the population requires close coordination and collaboration with
other sectors and other health care providers. It had always emphasized
the importance of community participation in all levels of planning
health services; identification of priority health problems, identifying
their causes and finding ways to control. Community participation is
one of the pillars of primary health care which the Ministry of Health
considers as the main and principle entry for all health care levels.

The developments in health care and achievements in health status is
the result of achievements made by all health workers and workers in
health related sectors and their hard and continued work would
definitely result in more favorable achievements for the Sultanate of
Oman

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Foreword

The health system in any country in the world is expose to global risks
and epidemics from time to time, such as the pandemic of Coronavirus
infection, which the country and the world are facing since the
beginning of 2020. The ability of any country to confront these risks is
determine by the extent to which it has achieved of health
development. The health achievements made over the years were
dependent on proper planning through the Five-Year Health
Development Plans. These plans have defined visions and targets for
the health system, allowed the identification of priority problems and
the identification of the proper indicators to follow their
implementation and achievements. The participation of all health care
providers and the community in such plans allowed such proper
planning. The availability of information is essential for planning, for
proper management of the developing health services and for
continued improvement in health status.

The Department of Information and Statistics in the Directorate
General of Planning and Studies had ensured since its inception the
provision of decision makers with the information required for proper
planning and policy development. The information is published
annually in the “Annual Health Report”. It includes the necessary data
and information that describe resources, developments in health
services, indicators reflecting their utilization as well as morbidity and
mortality in the community. The Annual Health Report shows that
additional health services were added in 2020 to the already existing
umbrella of health services; these include the Field Hospital, which
opened mainly for corona services.

The outpatient clinics in health centers and hospitals have collectively
accommodated more than 10.5 million visits. About 257 thousands
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patients were treated and discharged from the hospitals and about 53
thousands surgical procedures (in Operation Theaters) were performed
in Ministry of Health Hospitals.

Ministry of Health continues to support training and education of
nationals to achieve suitable levels of self-reliance. In 2020, 579 had
graduated in nursing, medical records, physiotherapy, medical
laboratories, radiology, assistant dental surgeon and assistant
pharmacist. The continuous support and concern for developing
national capabilities had contributed significantly to increase
Omanization level in the Ministry of Health to 66%, 66%, 69% and
87% among nurses, radiographer, laboratory technicians and assistant
pharmacists; respectively.

The availability of proper, valid and timely information was necessary
to analyze the health status and the first step in designing and building
the eighth health development plan (2021-2025) during 2020. Such
analysis had reflected achievements that require consolidation and
further efforts to support, especially when facing major challenges
such as the Coronavirus - Covid 19 pandemic

I would like to thank with honor all those who have contributed to the
achievements and developments in health sector in the Sultanate. I
would extend my thanks to the ex-Minister and ex-Undersecretaries
for their efforts and leadership that had lead to such health
achievements hoping that God guides us to continue developing the
health sector of this country under the guidance of His Majesty Sultan
Haitham Bin Tariq.

Chapter One
Introduction

Geographical Features

Sultanate of Oman is located in the south eastern corner of the Arabian
Peninsula. Its coastal line extends 3,165 kilometers from the Strait of Hormuz
in the North to the borders of the Republic of Yemen, overlooking three seas:
the Arabian Gulf, Sea of Oman and the Arabian Sea. It borders Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia and United Arab Emirates in the West, the Republic of Yemen
in the South, the Strait of Hormuz in the North and the Arabian Sea in the
East.

The total area of the Sultanate of Oman is approximately 309.5 thousands
square kilometers. The Sultanate is composed of varying topographic areas
consisting of plains, wadis (dry river beds) and mountains. The most
important area is the plain overlooking the Oman sea and the Arabian Sea
with an area of about 3% of the total area. The mountain ranges occupy almost
15% of the total land of Oman. The remaining area is mainly wadis and desert
(about 82% of the total area). The climate differs from one area to another; it
is hot and humid in the coastal areas in summer, hot and dry in the interior
with exception of higher mountains and Dhofar Governorate, which enjoy a
moderate climate throughout the year.

The Sultanate of Oman is administratively divided into 11 Governorates with
61 Wilayats. These Governorates are : Muscate Governorate, Dhofar
Governorate, Musandam Governorate. Al Buraymi Governorate, Ad
Dakhliyah Governorate, Al Batinah North Governorate, Al Batinah South
Governorate, Ash Sharqiyah South Governorate, As Sharqiyah North
Governorate, Adh Dhahirah Governorate and Al Wusta Governorate.

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Demographic Features

The first General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments was carried
out in the Sultanate of Oman in December 1993. The detailed results of the General
Census have been published over two years time. According to the census, the
population of Oman was about two million of which about 27% were non-Omanis.
Before that first census, demographic information and population estimates and
projections were based on survey results such as the 1985 “Demographic Survey”
and the 1988 “Child Health Survey”.

In 2003, the second General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments
was carried out in the Sultanate of Oman. The census reference night was 7-8
December, 2003. Results showed that the total population was 2,340,815 of which
23.9% were non-Omani. The third General Census of Population, Housing and
Establishments was conducted in 2010.

In 2020, an E-Census of Population, Housing and Establishments was carried out,
with a reference date 12 December 2020. Results showed that the total population
was 4,471,148 of which 38.9% were non-Omani.

According to National Center for Statistics and Information (NCSI) estimation, the
mid-year population for 2020 Omani population shows a sex ratio of 102 males per
100 females. It is a young population, about 14.9% and 38.4% of the population
are under-5 years and under-15 years, respectively and only 5.6% are 60 years and
over. Almost (25.3%) of the total Omani population is females in the reproductive
age group (15-49 years). They represent nearly 51% of all females and about 56.4%
of them are expected to be married. The world health survey (WHS) 2008 has
showed that the singulate mean age at first marriage (SMAM) is 29.1 years for
males and 26.8 years for females. The rise of the singulate mean age (20.7 for
female and 24.7 for male according to 1993 census) might be one of the factors
responsible for the decline in fertility rate in Oman. The Total Fertility Rate (TFR)
of Omani women was estimated from 1993 census data to be 6.9 and has declined
to 3.56 according to 2003 census and became 3.6 during 2020.

The Crude Birth Rate (CBR) is estimated to be 28.6 per 1000 Omani population
during 2020. The CBR showed a drop of 29.0% over the past twenty six years
(1993 CBR= 40.3). This is also accompanied by a decline in the Crude Death Rate
(CDR) from 7.3 in 1993 to 3.2 per 1000 Omani population in 2020. This
represented a 56.2% decline in the past twenty seven years.

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Organization and Health Policy of the Ministry of Health

The Ministry of Health (MOH) is responsible for ensuring the availability of health
care to the people of Oman. In course of implementing its health development
plans, the Ministry’s organization had to be adapted in tune with the strategies and
objectives that were crystallized during 1990. These can be summarized broadly
as:

1. Governoratealization of health services and decentralization of decision
making in specified technical, administrative and financial affairs
Emphasizing the role and importance of planning
Development of Education and Training in health
Emphasizing the importance of health systems research
Emphasizing the importance of governorateal and international relations

In 2015, the MOH organization was adopted to accommodate the changes in
function and to face the challenges in health status. This MOH organization
updated in 2020 to merge two undersecretaries to be one called Undersecretary for
Administrative, Financial and Planning Affairs

His Excellency the Minister of Health is assisted by Undersecretary for Health
Affairs, and Administrative & Financial & Planning Affairs. A number of
Directorates-General and Directorates come under each of the Offices of the
Undersecretaries. The organizational chart of Ministry of Health is shown in figure
1-4. The Minister is also assisted by a number of advisors and consultants. The
Directorate General of Internal Audit, Directorate General of Legal Affairs and
Directorate General of Quality Assurance in addition to Royal Hospital and a
number of departments come directly under the Minister of Health (Fig 1.4)

The Office of the Undersecretary for Health Affairs ensures effective and efficient
delivery of comprehensive health care to the people of Oman. Four Directorates
General that come under the Undersecretary of Health Affairs. Through these
Directorates, the DGHA develops the implementation policies and procedures for
effecting national health policies, plans and programs with the cooperation of the
governmental health authorities, and monitors the entire health care process. It also
supervises the recruitment of health care professionals. These are DG Primary
Health Care, DG Specialized Medical Care, DG Disease Control and DG Nursing
Affairs.
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In keeping with the decentralization policy of Ministry of Health, the Directorates-
General of Health Services and the Directorates of Health Services at Health
Governorates are vested with the responsibility for the delivery of comprehensive
health care through a network of hospitals, health centers and mobile units. The
Governorateal Directorate Generals directly function under The Minster Office.

The General Directorate of Pharmacy and Drug Control also follows the Office of the
Undersecretary for Health Affairs. It carries out many responsibilities, including
supervision of medical devices and supplies, monitoring problems related to its quality
and effectiveness, as well as ensuring the quality of pharmaceutical care provided to all
patients at different levels of health care in coordination with the concerned authorities.

Planning for health was emphasized when the strategies were revised and this led to the
establishment of the Office of Undersecretary for Planning Affairs with a number of
Directorates General and Directorates. These later function in coordination to
formulate the health plans for developing the health services and care. The Directorate
General of Planning and Studies incorporates: the Directorate of Health Information
and Statistics, which develops and maintains a database of information necessary for
planning; the Directorate of Research & Studies which is responsible for developing
health systems research capabilities and conducting field studies, the Directorate of
Planning which prepares the health plans and special programs and the Directorate of
Monitoring & Evaluation which monitors the implementation of the plans. The
Directorate General of Human Resources Developments plays an important role in
developing national human resources for the health sector as an integral part of the
national Omanization strategy. The Directorate General of Information Technology
promotes the development of the health care system through extending support for the
creation and maintenance of computer-aided management systems.

A number of Directorates-Generals function under the Office of the Undersecretary for
Administrative and Financial Affairs. The DG for Financial Affairs, through three
Directorates: Contracts & Purchases, Revenue & Expenditure and Budget & Accounts,
accomplishes the financial & accounting duties and contracts as well as purchases
according to the rules and disciplines. The DG Administrative Affairs, through its
Personnel and Administrative Services Directorates, performs activities related to
employment affairs within the agreed policies. There is also the DG Medical Supply is
responsible for management of regular supply of medical supplies (medicines, surgical,
laboratory and miscellaneous medical items) for health institutions in the ministry of
health, in timely manner at reasonable cost as per the available resources and the
required products quality specifications. DGMS is entrusted also to supervise and
improve the pharmaceutical care services at various health care levels in the ministry.
The DG of Projects and Engineering Affairs has three Directorates: Projects;
Equipment and Maintenance. It is responsible for civil, mechanical, electrical and
biomedical engineering and maintenance of equipment, instruments and buildings in
addition to looking after the development projects.
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Health Planning in the Sultanate of Oman

Since 1976, the Ministry of Health started its five-year health development
plans, in order to achieve its mission and carry out its responsibilities for
social and economic development. Health development plans had significant
impact on health services and health status. Such development reflects the
government commitment towards health services and health care since the
blessed renaissance.

The first phase of the health planning in Sultanate of Oman extended from
1976 to 1990, in which three 5-year plans were implemented. These plans
were concerned with building health services infrastructure as prior to the
blessed renaissance there were only few health institutions that were not
enough to face the prevailing unsatisfactory health status.

The second phase of planning started in 1991 and included 3 five-year health
plans (the fourth, fifth and sixth), and was completed by 2005. This phase
was characterized by several main directions formulated after comprehensive
review of the health system in 1990. Among other directives
“Decentralization of health services” was implemented through the
establishment of directorates general of health services for 10 health
governorates, at that time, with delegation of financial and administrative
authorities. In 1993 local directorates at Wilayat level were established
followed by hospital autonomy in the year of 2000.

The preparation of plans of the second phase followed “the managerial
process for national health development”. These plans included different
programs each directed to one or more health priority or health problem. The
general framework of the 4th, 5th and 6th plans was prepared at the central
level. The 5" and 6" plans included 10 detailed governorateal plans while
the 6th plan included, in addition, 19 Wilayat plans, in line with the
decentralization policy of Ministry of Health.

The second phase plans of Ministry of Health emphasized qualitative
development besides the quantitative and geographical expansion of health
services. The decentralization policy in health services helped in
empowerment of the administrative machinery and promoted the planning
process at the local level. This has resulted in a tremendous increase in
health services distributed over the Sultanate. Several hospitals were
established in all governorates in order to provide specialty services mainly
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secondary care and limited tertiary care. Human resources development was
emphasized through the establishment of training health institutes to qualify
staff in the field of nursing, medical laboratories, radiography, assistant
dentists, assistant pharmacists and health inspectors and other paramedical
fields

The third phase of health plans includes the 7™ and 8" Five-Year Health
Development Plans. These plans were based on health visions. Goals,
general objectives and strategies were developed at the national level. Plans
had also laid down expected results using evidence-based-management
philosophy. These had constituted what was called “National Strategic
Plan”. Detailed plans, “Governorateal Operational Plans”, were developed
based on the strategic plan to be implemented by the concerned directorates
at the governorateal or central levels. These plans include the targets, the
operational activities, the needed resources and also the indicators for
monitoring and evaluation and the timetable for implementation. Supportive
plans at Wilayat level were also designed by the “Wilayat health
committees” to support the governmental operational plans. These “Local
Supportive Plans” are in the form of short-term health projects planned for
one year, and depend on community participation and cooperation between
the related sectors.

A Fourth stage of planning started in 2011 by the beginning of the
development of "Health Vision 2050". This stage witnessed the development
of a vision on how health system need to be in the following 40 years and
was accompanied by the designing and publishing of the Health Atlas 2050
and a number of strategic studies. A number of strategic actions in the
"Health Vision 2050" were translated in the development of the Ninth Five-
Years Health Development Plan that started in 2015

Tenth Five-Year Plan for Health Development

The launch of the tenth five-year plan for health development 2021-2025 of
the Ministry of Health represents another new shift in the developing the
health system and health planning in Oman. This plan will focus on health
being as a national priority in Oman Vision 2040, with providing more
comprehensive services embodied in achieving health for all, better care and
better health quality better participation with other related stakeholders.

The tenth health development plan was based on a set of pillars, Oman
Vision 2040, Health Vision 2050, the sustainable development goals, the
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World Health Organization’s work program, the United Nations General
Assembly’s Political Declaration on the Prevention and Control of Non-
Communicable Diseases and the Salalah Declaration on Universal Health
Coverage 2030 ( The global agreement aimed at moving forward towards
achieving universal health coverage and the results and recommendations of
the evaluation The Ninth Five-Year Health Plan -2020-2016).

The tenth health development plan 2021-2025 is based on a set of enablers
that support the implementation process. The first enabler is the
organizational structure of the MOH. Also, the commitment of the general
directorates to the implementation process to obtain the best indicators
locally and globally. The presence, capabilities and national competencies
qualified to provide health services with high advance information system
are another enablers. Also, this plan needs to develop methods to facilitate
the financing of innovations and research in the health field, the presence of
partners in all sectors. With all these enablers and others may The God will
contribute to the success of this plan.

This plan consists of five strategic objectives. The first one is a society
enjoying sustainable health in which the culture of "health is everyone's
responsibility" is protected from health risks, decentralized health system,
quality, transparent, fair, and accountable. The second objective is a various
and sustainable funding sources for the health system. The third one is
qualified and pioneering in scientific research and health innovation. The
Fourth objective is using medical technology systems. Last one is preventive
and curative health care of high quality at all levels. The plan also has 44
expected results and there is an electronic system for follow-up and
monitoring And evaluation.

National Health Policy of the Sultanate of Oman

In the light of the health situation analysis in the Sultanate, the achievements
of the previous health plans and the existing problems and difficulties, the
national health policy for the years 2011-2015 was formulated as under:

A.The work and activities of Ministry of Health and other health-
related agencies are directed for achieving the following goals:
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1. Make available primary and specialized health care to all people
Reduce of mortality and morbidity rates of different diseases with
to attain health indicators similar to that of the developed countries

2. Taking preventive measures infectious and parasitic diseases

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Chapter Two

Health Status Indicators

This chapter is intended to assess health status in the Sultanate over the years.
In order to assess the magnitude of a public health problem or the impact of
an intervention programme, it is essential to have an idea of the size of the
population at risk for that health problem, its demographic composition and
the magnitude of changes in the vital events. The Crude Birth Rate has
declined over the years.

The economic factors also influence the health status of the country and are
indicated at the macro level in this chapter. The economy of Oman has shown
dramatic growth during the period 1970-1990 and then fluctuated due to
changes in international oil prices. And has decreased remarkable during 2016
and 2017. The economy depends heavily on the oil and gas exports income,
which accounts for over 74.6 % in 2016 of Government revenues. The
Ministry of Health expenditures accounted for around 7.5% of the total
Government Expenditures in 2020.

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Chapter Three

Distribution of Health Services

The Health services in the Sultanate of Oman have developed tremendously
over the past years. During early 1970, there were only 2 hospitals with 12
beds and 10 clinics and by 2020; Ministry of Health (MOH) is running 51
hospitals. Oman is witnessing a shift in its main health problems from
communicable diseases to health problems related to changes in life style and
changes in population structure manifested in non-communicable diseases.
The Ministry has therefore paid attention in its Five-Year Health Development
Plans to developments in secondary and tertiary care to meet future needs for
management of such health problems. There are, now, a total of 5,262
hospital beds.

The total number of health centers 211 of which 54 are equipped with beds (a
total of 84 beds), and twenty-one (21) extended health centers in the Ministry
of Health. Table 3-1 shows MOH health institutions developed over the past
years as well as the development of some health service indicators.

MOH provides health services to all the people of Oman through its health
institutions. It attempted to strengthen health services outside Muscat
Governorate. Therefore an umbrella of health services was established to
cover the entire Sultanate. Table 3-2 shows the distribution of health
institutions among the health governorates in the Sultanate. There is a
“Governorate Hospital” in each health governorate that provides secondary
care (tertiary in some) for the people in its catchment area. This is in addition
to “Wilayat Hospitals” “Local Hospitals” and Health Centres in each health
governorate. Tables 3- 3 to 3-13 and the illustrative figures 3-2 to 3-12 show
the distribution of health institutions in each of the health governorates.
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Besides primary health care services, MOH realized the importance of
secondary and tertiary care services to face the changes in disease trends and
the future needs to control and treat non-communicable diseases. MOH has
equipped its hospitals with sufficient number of beds in various specialties.
Tables: 3-14 to 3-17 describes the numbers of hospital beds according to
specialty in the health governorates, in Governorate hospitals, in wilayat
hospitals and in local hospitals, respectively.

A new table 3-18, shows the various other facilities such as Renal Dialysis,
Blood Bank & CDC available in each governorate.

During 2015, three speacilized centres —Cardiac, Diabetic and Genetic &
Hereditary Diseases in Muscat Govenorate, attached to Royal Hopsital,
Cardiac centre in Dhofar Governorate attached to Sultan Qaboos Hospital and
Diabetic Centre at Sur, attached to Sur Extended Health centre.

The types of health institutions run by the MOH may be broadly described as
under:

The Hospitals:

1. Governorate Hospital:
A hospital that provides secondary and tertiary cares to inhabitants of the
health governorate in which it is located. It is usually built in the center of
a health governorate and is considered as a referral hospital for critical
cases from other hospitals and health centers of the health governorate.
Governorate hospitals of the Muscat Governorate act as national referral
hospitals for critical cases from other Governorate hospitals. These are the
Royal Hospital, Al-Nahdha Hospital, Khoula Hospital and Al Masarra.
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2. Wilayat Hospital:
A hospital that provides both primary and secondary health care to
inhabitants of the wilayat in which it is located and those of nearby
wilayats.

3. Local Hospital:
A small hospital that provides primary health care services to inhabitants
in nearby villages. In addition, it provides inpatient services to those
patients who are in need for continuous medical care and /or observation.

Health Centers:

1. Health Center:
A health center provides primary health care to the people in the
surrounding catchment area.

2. Health Center with Beds:
A health center that provides primary health care services and is equipped
with a number of beds. These beds are used as maternity beds (and/or
observation beds). These health centers are also equipped with a delivery
suite with a delivery table. Such health centers serve people in the
catchment area.

3. Extended Health Center:
A health center that provides primary health care services and in addition
there are some specialized outpatient clinics in different specialties. They
serve the people in the catchment area. They do not have inpatient
services.

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Chapter Four

Human Resources for Health

Manpower information is essential for proper planning of the health care delivery
system. Staffs working in the health care system are distributed among a number of
categories and all complement to provide health care. Health manpower statistics for
these categories according to health Governorate and institutions, both at the country
level and for Ministry of Health (MOH) are presented in this chapter.

Table 4-1 shows the development of manpower over the past years at the
national level. The table shows numbers of staff by categories followed by a
number of manpower indicators. During 2020 for every 10,000 population,
there are 20 doctors and 44.0 nurses in the country as compared to 9.0 doctors
and 26.0 nurses in 1990. The nurse-doctor ratio is 2.2 and medical officer-
specialist ratio is 1.1 in 2020. Table 4-2 shows health manpower indicators
according to health Governorate and table 4-3 gives the distribution of health
manpower in the Sultanate for 2020 according to public and private sectors.
The public sector is further sub-divided into MOH and Non-MOH. The public
sectors other than Ministry of Health include Royal Oman Police, Petroleum
Development Oman, Sultan Qaboos University Hospital and Medical Services
of Diwan of Royal Court. The private sector data includes information on
private clinics, private pharmacies and 27 private hospitals ( Starcare Hospital ,
ALHayat International , muscat , Bader AL Samaa (AL-Khoudh / Ruwi ), Kims, ALRaffah
,Azhar, Burjeel,Gulf Specialized,Magrabi, Apollo, NMC(Buwsher/Muttrah/Al Hail),
Abeer Hospital,Speclaity Rehabilitation Center in Muscat Governorate and Badr Al-Samaa
Hospital,Life , AL Razi Hospital in Dhofar Governorate and Bader Al Sama Hospital in
Dakilyah Governorate and Al-Raffah Hospital , Life Line in North Batinah Governorate
and Oman AL khair in AD-Dhahirah and AL-Amal Hospital,Bader AL-Samaa,Starcare
Hospital in south AL-Batinah Governorate). While the public sector accounts for 62% of
the total health staff, the private sector accounts for 28% of doctors, 76% of dentists
and 70% of pharmacists. Table 4-4 shows that percentage of Omanization in the health
Sector has reached 73% in MOH and 13% in Private Sector.

Table 4-5 shows the development of manpower over the past years at the MOH level.
The table shows numbers of staff by categories followed by manpower indicators. For
MOH, there has been an increase in pharmacists in 2020 compared to 2019; by 3% , while
there has been a decrease in laboratory technicians by 1.0%, and nurse staff by 0.2%.

Table 4-6 shows the rate of Omanization in MOH throughout the years, it has
increased in all medical and paramedical categories. The increase among
nurses from 12% in1990 to 66% in 2020.

Data on the total staff working in MOH as on December 3122020 are shown
in table 4-7 according to broad categories. Omanis are found to be 73% of the
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total staff. They account for 98% of the health administrators, 100% of the
medical orderlies and 100% of the administrative support staff (white-collar
staff, skilled and unskilled labour). Omanization among doctors, dentists,
pharmacists and nurses collectively has reached almost 60% in 2020
compared to 59% in 2019.

Tables 4-8 and 4-9 show health manpower indicators according to health
Governorate. Although the Royal Hospital is a national referral hospital, its
data were added to those of Muscat Governorate for calculating indicators.
Separate indicators for Royal Hospital are, however, available in Table 4-11.
Wilayat-wise number of doctors and nurses per 10,000 population at Primary
health care level presented in table 4-10.

Tables 4-11 to 4-15 gives information on the number of staff employed under
individual hospitals, extended health centers and health centers as well as
some indicators of manpower. Table 4-16 gives the distribution of Medical
Specialists in Ministry of Health by their field of specialty and Gender, Table
4-17 gives the distribution of Medical Specialists in Ministry of Health by
their field of specialty and health region Finally, Table 4-18 gives the
distribution of Medical Specialists in MOH (Consultant & Specialists) by
their field of specialty .

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Chapter Five

Human Resources Development

The Ministry of Health (MOH) employs Omanis and expatriates in professional
disciplines, namely: medicine, nursing and a range of allied health disciplines to
manage the patient care services. In its endeavor to accelerate Omanization drive,
the MOH continues to support education in a wider range of health disciplines,
locally and overseas at postgraduate levels. Locally, The MOH has upgraded the
educational health institutes of the Ministry to Oman College of Health Sciences
(OCHS) and Higher Institute of Health Specialities (HIHS), under Royal Decree No.
18/2018 issued on 6 June 2018, to provide quality education across various
disciplines (Nursing, Pharmacy, Health information management and Allied Health
Sciences).

In the academic year 2020 /2021, OCHS and HIHS offer programs at the level of
Baccalaureate and Higher Diploma in Nursing, Pharmacy, and other Allied health
programs. The Baccalaureate Nursing program is offered across the Sultanate’s
governorates. The Higher Institute of Health Specializations continues to offer
various specialized programs at postgraduate level.

Tables 5-1 and 5-2 present details about OCHS courses, year of establishment, and
the curricula currently being applied, as well as the curricula that have been applied
in previous years at the former Health Institutes.

Currently some initiatives are taken to promote quality of education and improve
efficiency in a more cost-effective manner.

2- Recognizing and motivating research that focus on ensuring the continuous
delivery of high quality teaching and enhance the overall effectiveness of the
educational institutions.

3- Having a strategic framework for benchmarking and monitoring processes
for the drive towards efficiency and effectiveness.

4- Building strategic relationships with other higher educational institutions
and the private sector.

Center for Continuing Professional Development (CCPD)

The Center for Continuing Professional Development (CCPD) each year holds its
strides of challenges and exhilarating chronicle of advances in the accomplishment
of the CCPD 9h Five-Year strategic Plan.

In order to ensure that all healthcare professionals meet the basic requirements of
21st century healthcare system stated through the MOH 2050 vision and
international bodies, the Center for CPD instigated the adoption of the “CPD Core
Areas” along with the MOH health care institutions’ CPD plans to warrant that
their staff are equipped with the vital requirements for safe, efficient and competent
care .

The development process of the CPD core areas was guided by consulting
international experts on the field e.g. Cardiff University, reviewing international
Journals, standards of Royal College of Physician (RCP), UK NHS, Can MEDS,
Institute of Medicine, OMSB, and other health institutions at MOH Head Quarters
as well as consultation with CPD providers and organizers in the governorates.

Hence, identified the following six CPD core areas: Working Environment,
Quality Assurance, Communication and Teamwork, Leadership and Management
Skills, Professionalism and Accountability and Informatics.

A CPD Quality Audit Checklist was also developed by CCPD to assist CPD
providers/ organizers to systematically assess and evaluate consistency of their CPD
programs/ activities vis-a-vis their institutions' CPD strategic plan. The checklist
dwelt on the following areas: CPD structure, system and mechanism, CPD
management and CPD reporting system/process.

Further, CCPD provided the Staff Development Coordinators a CPD Portfolio
Guide that will serve as an invaluable part of CPD auditing and evaluation to
showcase their achievements, progress and development. Also, to provide the Staff
Development Coordinators and CPD Focal Points a deeper picture of where they
have been, where they are now and where they are going in the management and
implementation of CPD.

CPD websites from different MOH institutions was outsourced by CCPD to share
online CPD programs that can be used by staff for self-continuing professional
development at their own time and likewise assist them identify other sources of
CPD apart from structured courses, workshops and trainings offered in respective
institutions.

Moreover, a Pool of Speakers was gathered by CCPD from health care institutions.
It is a data base of speakers who are qualified, expert in their own field of practice,
experienced, particularly educated and knowledgeable to talk about a distinct
subject or topic that can be invited as educational consultants, presenters or
speakers in the governorate, national or international CPD events.

Embedded in the CPD framework is the expanded coverage of the Life Support
Courses managed by CCPD being an accredited Center for Basic Life Support
Courses (BLS) by the American Heart Association (AHA). CCPD is envisaged to
create and award AHA training sites under CCPD MOH International Training
Center to the governorates of South Sharquiya and Musandam. Also, the center has
agreed to transfer Al Nahdha Hospital AHA training site to CCPD.
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Students of Oman College of Health Sciences (BSc)

In 2020/2021, the total number of students enrolled in OCHS reached 720

(210 Male and 510 Female, out of these 523 are nursing students). All enrolled
students will complete the foundation program and join the Baccalaureate program
in 2021/2022. Tables 5-3 and 5-4 specify the number of students enrolled in each
program.

Graduates in 2020
In the year 2020 the OCHS graduated 578 students at the various health specialties

(Tables 5-4 and 5-5) show the details of number of graduates of different
disciplines.

Student of Post Basic (BSc and Higher Diploma )

A total of 102 students are enrolled in HIHS are which 42 in BSc in Midwifery and
60 students in Post Graduate higher diploma programs.This is shown on Table 5-4.

Graduates in 2020 (BSc and Higher Diploma)

A total of 37(5 male and 32 female) students graduated from Post basic Study.

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Scholarships and Training
Under-Graduate Studies Overseas

Table 5-9 shows that 7 candidates (male 6, female 1) were pursing their
undergraduate studies overseas in 2020.

Post Graduate Studies Overseas

A total of 47 MOH staff (male 16, female 31) were attending post graduate studies
overseas in a varied range of specialties. This is illustrated on table  5-9. The
largest number of 23 was from the nursing

Higher and Post-Graduates Studies for Doctors

Higher and Post graduate studies in medicine and a wide range of allied health
sciences disciplines continued to expand locally and overseas. This category of
sponsorship took place both locally and overseas. At the local level, 7 enrolled in
the Residency Programme of the Oman Medical Specialty Board (OMSB) during
2020 shown in Table 5-10. The table also shows that 305 doctors were registered on
the OMSB residency program up to 2020.

Specialist studies for doctors at overseas universities continue to impact the
Ministry of Health scholarship scheme. In 2020, there were 181 doctors (male 106
and female 75) on study. This is detailed on table 5-8.

In 2020, 76 doctors (male 33, female 43) completed their studies and returned to the
Sultanate. The number and the specialties are detailed on Table 5-10.

Short Training Courses
Table 5-12 Short training courses especially arranged to enhance quality were

organized locally and abroad. A total of 567 (male 194 & female 373) staff attended
short training. Courses in this category included Human Resources Development,
Finance, Medical, Allied Health, English Language and Offices work.

Chapter Seven

Utilization of Health Services

With the expansion of health services, there has been a growing trend in the
utilization of such services over the years (Table 7-1). However, the year
2018 has increase in outpatient visits over last year. Patients’ visits to
outpatient clinics in Ministry of Health institutions during 2019 were about
15.7 million. Tables 7-2 through 7-30 show the distribution of outpatient
visits according to nationality (Omani, Non-Omani), sex, age group, health
governorate, clinical specialty and type of health institution (hospital / health
center). Visits by Omanis account for 95.4% of the total outpatient visits. On
an average, an individual undertook about 3.4 OPD visits in 2019 (Table 7-
2). However, there was a wide variation between Omanis and Non-Omanis.
The mean number of visits for Omanis was 5.7 visits compared to 0.4 visits
for Non-Omanis. Among Omanis, the mean number of visits of children
(less than 5 years) male per year was 9.0 and number of visits of children
(less than 5 years) female per year was 7.7. It is seen that the Omani
children and Female visits to outpatient clinics were more frequent than that
of males. The figures for the entire population (Omani & Non-Omani) show
that both females and children, on an average, visit outpatient clinics twice
that of males. This may be due to the combined effect of the high proportion
of adult males (80%) among Non-Omanis and their infrequent visits to
outpatient clinics of MOH health institutions. Patients registered for renal
dialysis & number of dialysis are presented in table 7-31.

Table 7-32 shows the bed capacity and bed occupancy in MOH Institutions
over the years from 1990 to 2020. The Utilization of hospitals’ inpatient
services is shown in table 7-33. About 256.6 thousand patients were
discharged during 2020 from MOH hospitals, with an average number of
inpatients per day of 2,516 patients. These patients had a mean length of stay
in the hospitals of 3.7 days and the bed occupancy rate was about
47.8%.During the year 2020 the bed turnover rate shows that one bed had
served an average of 48 patients and the bed turnover interval shows that a
bed was vacant for 3.9 days between two successive patients. Table 7-34
shows the monthly utilization statistics of MOH hospitals during 2020.

The bed occupancy according to specialty in governorateal and wilayat
hospitals is shown in tables 7-35 and 7-36, respectively and mean length of
stay in tables 7-37 and 7-38, respectively.
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During 2020, there were 64,727 deliveries in MOH institutions. Muscat
Governorate accounted for almost 21.8% of such deliveries. This is expected
because of the large population of Muscat Governorate as well as the
presence of tertiary care hospitals that manage high risk or complicated
pregnancies referred from other governorates. Caesarian sections (CS)
accounted for 21.7% of total deliveries (Table 7-39). Tables 7-39 through 7-
45 describe deliveries that took place in MOH institutions in 2020 according
to Governorates, months and health institutions.

Tables 7-46 through 7-52 describe the surgical procedures performed in
MOH institutions. There were 117,890 surgical procedures during 2019, of
which 61,736 were performed for males and 56,154 for females. About
42.0% of these procedures were considered as major procedures
representing 10.7 major surgical procedures for every 1000 of the
population.

Information on the number of patients who availed of the radiological
services is given in the table 7-53. About 8% of inpatients and 88.6% of out
patients and 3.4% in-referrals have availed the radiological services. The
radiological procedures performed during 2020 in MOH institutions
accounted for 1,716,106 procedures representing 372 radiological
procedures for every 1000 of the population. This includes the special
examinations e.g. CT Scan, Radio Nuclide Imaging Scintigraphy,
Angiography, Cardioangiography, and mammography. Details of
radiological procedures are given in tables 7-53 through 7-56.

Table 7-61 describes the Developments of Blood Donors in Minstry of
Health and table 7-62 describes the number of blood donors in Ministry of
Health institutions during 2020. The total number was 59,048 donors, of
which 83.2% were omanis. Table 7-63 shows the number of deferred blood
Units during 2020. The total numbers of deferred Units pre donation were
17,580.
